COYOTES LIVE HERE

DO NOT FEED WILDLIFE — IF YOU ENCOUNTER

INTENTIONALLY OR A COYOTE

OTHERWISE It’s normal for coyotes to be active at any
time of day or night. They will also keep a
wary, watchful eye on—and may even follow
—passing pets and people, particularly when
mother coyotes have pups in their dens.

* Feed pets indoors and store
pet food indoors.

* Keep trash and compost bins indoors
until the morning of pick-up; use

wildlife-resistant bins. If you feel a coyote is getting too close to

you or your pet, humane hazing is an
option—create loud noise by clapping your
* Keep barbeque grills clean. hands and shouting or throw a small object
in their direction to encourage the coyote
to move away.

* Clean up food waste after picnics.

* Enclose compost piles, fruit trees,
beehives and chicken coops with fencing.

KEEP PETS AND
WILDLIFE SAFE

* Keep pets on a leash when they are
with you outdoors to prevent potential
conflicts with coyotes.

* Keep cats indoors unless you have
an enclosed outdoor space for them,
like a “catio.”

* Keep dogs in an enclosed area,
such as a kennel, or under your
supervision when outside
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
